WHAT TO PACK FOR SAILING CAMPS 

Parents make sure that your camper brings all of the items listed below. ​​Clothes should be 

able to take a lot of wear and tear.  Do not send clothes or other items that would cause grief if they 

are lost or damaged! 

 

Label all belongings with your first and last name.  ​​Lost & Found items will be kept for 3 

weeks only.  Found items will be returned if requested at your expense. 

 

 ​Essentials for SAILING CAMPS 

❏ Rain jacket & rain pants, warm jacket 

❏ Hiking boots, shoes, water shoes (i.e. strapped sandals, mesh shoes) 

❏ Comfortable clothes (t-shirts, shorts, sweatshirt etc.) 

❏ Therm-a-Rest (foamy)  

❏ Sleeping bag & pillow 

❏ Pajamas 

❏ Swimwear, beach towel 

❏ Personal hygiene items 

❏ Towel, face cloth, toothbrush 

❏ Water Bottle (large size - MUST BRING!) 

❏ Sunglasses, sun hat, sunscreen, lip balm, lotion 

❏ Bug Spray  

❏ Flashlight 

❏ Waterproof bag recommended (i.e. MEC dry pak)  

❏ Optional: camera, small day pack, fishing gear & valid license.  

 

WHAT NOT TO BRING: 

❏ Tobacco, alcohol, marijuana, or illegal drugs (Zero Tolerance). No vaping. 

❏ Cell phones*, computer games, sheath knives 

❏ Campers will be required to pay for intentional damages or loss of equipment due to 

carelessness.
